» Orthopaedic surgery teams at Miami Children’s utilized breakthrough implantable limb-lengthening technology aimed at
improving the lives of children. One technique enhances the care experience for children with limb length discrepancies
resulting from illness or a broken growth plate, making it possible for limb correction to occur without an exterior-mounted
technology. The second new offering brightens the future for children undergoing surgery for bone cancer, eliminating the

need for future surgeries to lengthen the affected limb.

When confronted with a newborn with a complex heart condition that precluded prevailing treatments, the cardiac surgery
did what it does best: innovate to save her. The new technique may become the standard of care in the future. The surgical

team crafted a valve from extracellular matrix material that is growing along with this now-healthy child and may eliminate
the need for future replacement valves as the child’s heart grows.

The Cancer Center at Miami Children’s would not give up on a tiny girl with Stage IV osteosarcoma who could not tolerate
traditional therapies. The care team enrolled the little girl in a Food and Drug Administration study of a lab-made antibody

that binds to a receptor common in pediatric tumors, causing the tumor to die. Today, that little girl, against all odds, is home
with her family.

IT’s A RECORD

Miami Children’s Hospital successfully transitioned
to an electronic health record system in 2012 that
offers significant enhancements for patients and
caregivers alike. Internally known as PEDS (Pediatric
Electronic Documentation System), this state-of-the-
art program captures all data related to patient care
throughout the multi-facility pediatric healthcare
system, including information from radiology, the
laboratory, pharmacy, inpatient care, outpatient
care, rehabilitation, and urgent and emergency
care — all in one comprehensive system.

In preparation for the transition, Miami Children’s
Hospital staff collaborated over the course of 18
months with Cerner, one of the nation’s leaders

in automating the healthcare industry, to ensure
that the integration of PEDS was a smooth and
successful one.

This new system employs innovative technology

to optimize management of patient care needs.
Families now only need to register once at either
the main campus or any of the hospital’s outpatient
centers, and all data becomes part of a centralized
record available on subsequent visits. Caregivers
will have access to the entire panorama of data
associated with a patient’s care within the system.

PEDS creates a framework to enhance decision-
making for clinicians, enabling access to medical
data through a secure login system from any

place at any time, optimizing staff ability to make
informed decisions in emergent situations. What's
more, the system automates the process of checks
and balances related to allergies and prescriptions,
and alerts caregivers when a potential prescription is
at odds with existing medications.

When a child is hospitalized, the stress on the
family can be enormous. To help support families
of children in its care, Miami Children’s Hospital
offers a network of support services ranging from
lodging near the hospital to free meals and special
services to reduce stress.

« Miami Children’s Devonshire Apartments feature
20 apartment units located two blocks from the
hospital. Units are made available to families
from beyond Miami-Dade County at minimal
cost.

« Free meals from the hospital’s cafeteria are
made available to disadvantaged families of
hospitalized children.

« Taxi vouchers are made available to provide
transportation for disadvantaged families.

« Free parking is offered in the hospital’s parking
garage, and a free shuttle service helps families
navigate the campus.

« Miami Children’s features a full-service family
resource center. The Michael Fux Family
Center offers amenities, including laundry
services, a movie theater, computer stations,

Child Life Specialists are available to help

These specialists also help children and families
become familiar with the hospital prior to
admission, and provide instruction about the
diagnosis and pending treatments.
